General moved to resolve by the proposal of an agreed Railway Letter Post, special
stamps for which would be prepared with a face value of 3d. at a 1d. cost to the railway
companies. De La Rue were instructed to prepare design proposals and a series of
essays were prepared with differing inscriptions, these presented on Feb. 17, Apr. 14

and July 3 1890.
